Start off with a simple calculation and build to harder calculations, as we do in class when we are learning a new method. For example:
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74 ÷ 3 = 24 r2 
Can you remember how to turn the final remainder into a fraction? If you’re not sure, make a note to ask me tomorrow.
When doing these calculations, have you identified any times tables that you need to practise a bit more?
