We will be listening to and discussing texts:
discussing words and phrases that capture
the reader’s interest and imagination
checking that the text makes sense to them,
discussing  their  understanding and

When handwriting we will encourage the
use the diagonal and horizontal strokes that
are needed to join letters and understand
which letters, when adjacent to one
another, are best left unjoined increase the
legibility, consistency and quality of their
handwriting [for example, by ensuring that
the downstrokes of letters are parallel and
equidistant; that lines of writing are spaced
sufficiently so that the ascenders and
descenders of letters do not touch].

In Literacy this term, we will be studying the
text — The Iron Man by Ted Hughes.

We will be reading this together as a class and
studying the characters and storyline in lessons.

These spellings are taken from the new
national curriculum and it is vital that children
not only learning the spelling but also a simple
definition for each to increase their
understanding. Please encourage your child to
learn them as they will be tested every
Monday.

In class we will be learning a number of
techniques to practise spellings and we hope
the children will be able to share these with
you at home.

Counting in different steps such as twos, threes
and fours.

In year 4 we place a huge emphasis on the
children knowing their times tables. Your child
has access to Times Table Rockstars which is an
online resource to support the learning of
multiplication facts.
